Small-town Success is typically home to the families of the most prominent

citizens in their exurban communities. White-collar, college educated and

upscale, they live in recently developed subdivisions outside the nation's

beltways in the Midwest and West. Most of these households contain white,

middle-aged working couples who have positions as executives and

professionals in health care, retail and education. 

Not all families have fled the nation's cities for the far-out suburbs. In Urban

Commuter Families, Baby Boomer families and couples are content to live in

comfortable, single detached homes in city neighborhoods on the metro fringe.

Many of these upscale, college-educated households contain dual-income

couples who put in long hours as professionals and managers in retail, health

care and education services. 

The households in Successful Suburbia are located primarily in East Coast

towns on the metro fringe. Predominantly white and college educated, these

middle-aged couples and families have settled in upscale homes built around

1985. These homeowners earn relatively high incomes from a combination of

management and professional jobs in health care, retail and manufacturing.

Family Convenience is a collection of sprawling families living in remote towns

and military bases.  Most of the households contain dual-income couples

working at skilled blue-collar jobs in manufacturing and construction as well as

in the military. Service families are six times as likely to live here than the

general population. Despite moderate educations, the adults in this segment

earn upper-middle incomes.

Young Cosmopolitans is a collection of households where many adults are

under 35 years old, single and earning above average incomes as white-collar

professionals, managers and executives. In their fast-growing cities- including

a number of college towns-these upscale young people live in luxury

apartments and condos, commuting to work in sporty subcompacts. Nearly

half hold college degrees, and they are almost twice the average for grad

degrees.

Professional Urbanites is a haven for aging singles and couples, an

upper-middle-class retirement oasis in the metropolitan sprawl. With most

residents over the age of 65, these households have already empty-nested,

with their children having gone off to college and work. The adults in this

cluster boast college degrees with above-average incomes as white-collar

professionals and managers in retail, education and health care.
