Stable Careers is a collection of young and ethnically diverse singles living in

big-city metros as Los Angeles, CA, Philadelphia, PA and Miami, FL. A quarter

of the households are of Hispanic and Asian and are slightly less affluent than

others dominated by Generation Y residents. More than half of households

have gone to college and most have landed white-collar jobs in retail, health

services and professional offices. 

A cluster of urban gateway communities, Aspiring Hispania is the first stop for

many relatively young Hispanics striving for better lives in America. More than

half the residents are Hispanic and split fairly evenly between married and

single households. Many of these newcomers have large families and feel

squeezed between high rents and lower-middle-class incomes.
