This ethnically diverse mix of single

and married homeowners dwells in densely

populated areas and small-town suburbs.

As the wealthiest households in the nation, upscale

communities boast high household incomes,

significant home values and top educational

achievements.  Households in these exclusive

suburban neighborhoods are headed by

predominantly white, college educated, Baby Boom

parents.  Most adults work as executives and white

collar professionals.  They are active members of the

community in business clubs, environmental groups

and the arts.

A quietly aging cluster, Steadfast Conservatives is home to mature singles and

couples living in midscale urban neighborhoods. Households tend to be white,

high school-educated and middle class. Many have begun to empty-nest or

are already filled with couples and singles aged 65 years or older. The

seniority of many residents does have benefits in the workplace. They earn

middle class incomes from skilled jobs in manufacturing, retail and health.

Not all families have fled the nation's cities for the far-out suburbs. In Urban

Commuter Families, Baby Boomer families and couples are content to live in

comfortable, single detached homes in city neighborhoods on the metro fringe.

Many of these upscale, college-educated households contain dual-income

couples who put in long hours as professionals and managers in retail, health

care and education services. 

Minority Metro Communities reflects the nation's growing African-American

middle class. With nearly three-quarters of the residents African-American and

half the households earning more than $50,000, this cluster is a testament to

high educational achievement and professional employment among

African-Americans. Concentrated in inner-ring suburbs, these households earn

above-average incomes from a mix of service industry and white-collar jobs.

Prime Middle America features a mix of couples and families living in both

small towns and mid-sized cities in the South and Northwest. Younger than

average and upper-middle-class in status, these predominantly white

dual-income households have well-paying blue-collar and white-collar jobs in

transportation, manufacturing and public administration. Most of the

households own their own homes and are nearly twice as likely to live in

mobile homes.

Family Convenience is a collection of sprawling families living in remote towns

and military bases.  Most of the households contain dual-income couples

working at skilled blue-collar jobs in manufacturing and construction as well as

in the military. Service families are six times as likely to live here than the

general population. Despite moderate educations, the adults in this segment

earn upper-middle incomes.

Racially mixed and lower-middle-class, Southern Blues is home to singles,

couples and divorced men and women living in satellite cities throughout the

South, especially in Florida. With two-thirds of households unmarried and

almost half under 40 years old, this cluster reflects a relatively young and

unattached populace. A high percentage of residents live in older, garden-style

apartments.
