A quietly aging cluster, Steadfast Conservatives is home to mature singles and

couples living in midscale urban neighborhoods. Households tend to be white,

high school-educated and middle class.

The

seniority of many residents does have benefits in the workplace. They earn

middle class incomes from skilled jobs in manufacturing, retail and health.

With many key demographic measures close to the national average-including

age, income and education- members of Moderate Conventionalists epitomize

average Americans. Scattered throughout second-tier cities in the Midwest

and West Coast, these singles and couples tend to live in modest homes,

semi-detached houses and apartments.
